What's the problem?
Globally, a vast economic gap divides those living in the North
and South. This is also true in Canada, where the gap between
rich and poor is widening. Free trade, globalization and climate
change have made these trends worse, not better.
¢ 50 million more people were chronically malnourished in
2007, totalling well over 800 million worldwide.

e Global food prices have gone up 83% in the last three years.

e In Canada, 750,000 Canadians rely on at least one of over
650 food banks — twice as many as in 1989.

In Canada, some groups are being hit harder than others. Single
parents, Indigenous people, new immigrants, people with disabilities
and older adults experience unacceptably high rates of poverty.

® 42% of urban Indigenous people live in poverty.

® 65% of new immigrants experience poverty sometime
during their first ten years in Canada.

e 788,000 Canadian children live in poverty (2005).
® 38% of families headed by single parents live in poverty.

In Canada, incomes of senior managers increased by 86%
between 1993 and 2003, while incomes of people in low-skilled
jobs increased by only 13%.

People care.

e Global groundswell of concern reached record-breaking
strength in 2007 when 43 million people worldwide stood
up on October 16-17, calling for action against poverty and
inequality.

e Our global partners are calling for accountable international
financial institutions, just trading relationships that respect
human rights and the right to food, and the cancellation of
illegitimate debts.

e People are taking up various actions against the corporate
control of agriculture.

e |n 2000 the UN adopted the Millennium Development Goals,
the first being to significantly reduce poverty and hunger
by 2015.

* 85% of Canadians believe that the Canadian government
can and should reduce the gap between rich and poor in
Canada, according to a 2006 Environics poll.

e The Parliament of Canada is planning to establish a national
poverty strategy as a result of the work of many faith and
other advocacy groups. These groups met with political
representatives to advocate for a poverty reduction plan
with specific targets and timelines.

¢ Newfoundland & Labrador and Quebec have poverty-
reduction strategies; Manitoba, Ontario and Nova Scotia
are developing strategies.

e Quebec has achieved a 40% reduction in its child poverty
rate since 2000.
